Helmet

Riding Equipment
reminder

Given the inherent risks with horseback riding and the 
importance of protecting your one-and-only-noggin, 
each rider needs their own properly fitted ASTM/SEI 
helmet.  This type of helmet offers the most protection 
in the instance a fall may happen. It should be fitted 
properly. 

Paddock Boots or Tall Boots

Boots with a block heel help the rider keep their foot 
from sliding through the stirrup and provide protec-
tion while working around the horses.

Riding Pants

Protect your legs, thighs, and knees fully.  They prevent 
chafing and allow your skin to breathe. Riding tights 
with a grip seat or thigh is a good option.  They offer 
better control and grip in the saddle to help stay bal-
anced and stable while riding. They also come in a 
cooler option with it starting to get hot. 

We have noticed that several of our riders do not have a 
correctly fitted ASTM/SEI riding helmet, boots with block 
heel or riding pants/tights.  These are required for all riders 
here at Magnolia for safety reasons which are outlined 
below.  We do have a few helmets that are available for use 
for a new rider during their initial 1 or 2 lessons to allow 
time to order a helmet.  

IfIf you fall into this category, please take action to acquire 
the proper riding equipment.  If you have any questions or 
are unsure of what to purchase reach out to your 
instructor.  They can point you in the right direction.
